Charity Night this year was a smaller scale, but still enjoyable event, in this venue. We
raised £720 (£860 with Gift Aid) for our new charity, Combat Stress, and Atletico
were the winners on the night. The President’s Cup ran successfully through the season
and, despite an early challenge from Cambridge, Mastermind Club regained the Cup.

Looking at tonight's finals, we face the perennial question in the Brain of London: can
anyone stop Kevin?
